The RDPM project utilizes a participatory method which combines literature reviews, technical research and creative concept development, discussions with the people that will use the results of this project and a project advisory team. During this time period, the project has progressed with the completion of two literature reviews – one review of current and emerging trends in the definitions of poverty, and one review of research linking economic growth to poverty reduction and associated performance measures. These reports are available at www.firstalaskans.org. FAI is completing a scan of performance measures currently used by Alaskan economic development programs. A request for proposals was let for a “Working paper to identify economic development performance indicators for Rural Alaska.” This working paper is based on three briefing papers on indicators developed by the Institute of Social and Economic Research. FAI selected participants for the advisory team and completed planning a series of project advisory team meetings; the first to be held October 4.
