PROJECT ACTIVITIES AND ACCOMPLISHMENTS:

Briefly describe the grant activities undertaken during the period and any accomplishments achieved.
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Two youth construction academies were conducted in this quarter.  The trainings took place in St. Mary’s and King Salmon.

St. Mary’s Youth Construction Academy:  Introduction to Carpentry.   The training was conducted May 8th -19th for 10 students, ages 17-20, from the Lower Yukon Delta region.  

Students received OSHA 10 and HILTI certification in addition to introduction to carpentry certification and instruction.

King Salmon Youth Construction Academy:  Introduction to Commercial Driver.  This was a new ‘pilot’ training class for AWP in conjunction with Bristol Bay Native Association.  The training took place at SAVEC June 5th-16th for seven students, ages 18-20, from the Bristol Bay region.  Students received driver training from instructors with the Alaska Teamsters LU 959 and all passed testing to receive an Alaska Driver’s License, all students received flagger training and certification, OSHA certification and hands on experience behind the wheel of heavy equipment.
