PROJECT ACTIVITIES AND ACCOMPLISHMENTS:

Briefly describe the grant activities undertaken during the period and any accomplishments achieved.

1.  Student Recruitment and NACTEC Promotion

Student recruitment is an ongoing activity.  All NACTEC teachers traveled to sites throughout the region to speak to high school students and teachers about the NACTEC program, and to answer questions about courses and enrollment.  Teachers also met with parents and community members to receive input and answer questions about the program.  Site trips occurred between sessions in the fall (September/October) and are planned to take place again in spring (March/April).  The NACTEC Director also travels extensively to promote the NACTEC programs.  

2.  Course Development

Five new courses were developed and are currently being implemented during the 2006-2007 school year.  A brief description of each is listed below:

Aviation:  Students will explore careers within the field of Aviation, including four primary areas of:  ground support (fueling/loading), maintenance (aircraft engine repair), aviation business ownership and management, and piloting the plane.  In addition to hands-on exploration at local airlines, students will also have the opportunity to spend time in the cockpit, actually flying a plane.

Financial Leadership: This class teaches students how to budget and manage their money.  They will also learn how money is used in today’s society, and how one community can play a part in the world economy.  Students will also loop at how the US dollar compared and converts to foreign currency.  

Get Ready for Postsecondary Education:  Students will explore and develop plans and goals for attaining postsecondary education.  Students will obtain and complete required postsecondary applications, as well as scholarship and financial aid forms.  This is a great opportunity for seniors to complete and submit required postsecondary applications and prepare for the next stage in their lives.  
Marketing Techniques: Students will learn basic marketing techniques that are used by all businesses.  In this class students will make a short commercial to market a hypothetical business

-  NACTEC plans to conduct Sessions 6 – 13 as scheduled from January 15 – June 16, 2007.  

-  NACTEC staff will continue to recruit students and will be traveling to communities throughout the spring to meet with site teachers, parents, and students.  

-  NACTEC has developed an intensive process to evaluate the NACTEC program.  The 500+ students that have attended NACTEC in the past four years will be interviewed according to a protocol developed by University of Alaska-Fairbanks researchers.  The results of the interviews will be tabulated and used to strengthen the NACTEC program, as well as assess how well the program achieved it’s intended goals during the first 4 years.
