Four students successfully completed their Work Experience positions. One youth was employed with a General Contractor, two youth were employed at a local Arts Co-op, and one youth was employed at the City of Saxman. 

Five Saxman youth will be attending college. All of these youth have been assisted by the program staff. The youth were assisted with scholarship applications such as the NASDHA Saxman student housing voucher program application process. This program will give housing assistance funds for college students.  Other scholarships and resources were made available based on the needs of the individual.

Two youth will be attending school at the University of Alaska Southeast Juneau Campus. One youth will attend the University of Alaska Southeast Ketchikan Campus. One youth will attend the University of Alaska Anchorage. And one youth will attend Seattle Pacific University.

One youth completed a three month summer merchant marine internship through SeaLink, Inc. program.

One youth has completed several months of on the job training through the IBEW electrician apprentice program.

Unsubsidized summer employment was high for the youth of Saxman. 26 Saxman youth between the ages of 14-21 were employed with seasonal summer employment mainly in jobs that involved tourism. 

Supportive services provided to youth through other resources included three bus passes for schooling and employment and one work clothes voucher for employment support.
