65 Ambler Bulk Fuel Concept Design

Project Closeout Summary

This project is being closed because the award has expired, been fully expended or the project is being transitioned to a new reporting and tracking system. Any future funding of this project by the Denali Commission will be issued under a different project number and financial assistance award. The following report represents the project status as of June 2008:
Background:
AMBLER, Alaska, is a 2nd class city community of 274 persons. It is located on the north bank of the Kobuk River, near the confluence of the Ambler and the Kobuk Rivers. It lies 45 miles north of the Arctic Circle, 138 miles northeast of Kotzebue, 30 miles northwest of Kobuk and 30 miles downriver from Shungnak. Access to the village is by air or boat via the Kobuk River. Fuel for heating and power generation are delivered to the village either by barge or by aircraft.
Activities:
A separate project constructed a fuel fill line to the Ambler Airport to allow for air tanker deliveries of fuel when barges could not deliver sufficient fuel to Ambler. There appear to be sufficient fuel storage facilities in Ambler to accommodate needs for the foreseeable future and it is ranked. A concept design report was not initiated for this project.

Cost Containment:
Funding was allocated for 65 Bulk Fuel Storage and costs of $311 were incurred before the project was closed. Funding was provided by a Denali Commission grant to AVEC. No match was required because this was a concept design and feasibility level effort.
