Project # 66 Eek Bulk Fuel Project
Closeout Summary June 2008

This project is being closed because the award has expired, been fully expended or the project is being transitioned to a new reporting and tracking system. Any future funding of this project by the Denali Commission will be issued under a different project number and financial assistance award. The following report represents the project status as of June 2008:
Background:

Eek is a small community of approximately 285 people located 12 miles east of the mouth of the Kuskokwim River. It is 35 air miles south of Bethel in the Yukon-Kuskokwim Delta, and 420 miles west of Anchorage.    
Activities:

A concept design report was not initiated for this project.  The village corporation of Eek, Iqfijouaq Company has agreed to provide a site for a consolidated tank farm at the former airport in Eek.  This is an excellent site geotechnically for a tank farm and power plant as well.  AVEC assisted with the funding of a community planning map for Eek in cooperation with Coastal Villages Region Fund and the Alaska Department of Commerce and Economic Development in late 2006.
Cost Containment:

No federal funds were expended on this project.  AVEC expended $7,597 on mapping and site visits.
Project Outcomes:

Site has been suggested for the future consolidated tank farm and power plant.
Problems Encountered:

Even though Eek is listed as 114th on the 2001 list of 168 community bulk fuel storage facilities assessed by the State of Alaska, it has had shortages of storage capacity to meet its fuel oil and gasoline needs.  The Iqfijouaq Corporation was provided surplus used tanks in 2007 by AVEC but is hoping for funding for a larger, modernized facility.
Conclusions and Recommendations:

This project may be reopened in the future if necessary.
