Beyond the specific and measurable outcomes of this project, the Grantee will enhance strategic partnerships, between local high schools, colleges and employers, connecting youth to energy industry employment and training opportunities throughout the state.  Specific goals and objectives for this project are: 

Goal 1 - The Grantee will provide Student Training for Alaska Rural Trades (START) program to rural youth within Chugach School District and its partnering school districts with the personal/social, academic and employability skills.  

Objective 1
By February, 2007 the Grantee will offer the START program to youth 


attending CSD as well as partnering school districts including Lake and Peninsula, Kuspuk, Bering Strait and Denali. Youths will take part in assessing their learning profiles, interests and aptitude in Alaska’s high growth job sector including health care, construction, information technology, education, natural resource development, transportation, hospitality and tourism, and seafood harvesting and processing.  After completing the assessments, youths will develop an individual career plan (ICP).

Goal 2 - Youths choose a career path and individualize their training program.

Objective 1
By February, 2007, program youths will be recruited from CSD and participating partner districts, by first contacting or visiting local schools, adult  education programs, and/or local governments for referrals of either  interested high school youth as well as older youth who may have graduated or have dropped 
out of school.

Objective 2
More advanced and trade specific learning will take place through local internships, apprenticeships, or in more advanced training such as Job Corps, Alaska Vocational and Technical Education Center (AVTEC), or college.

Narrative describing services provided and accomplishments this month:

March 20th – 30th, 2007 – Two students travel to Northwest Career and Technical Education School in Nome for a 10 day intensive to learn small engine repair.  Both students were able to obtain duel college credit and nationally recognized certificates for attending this session.

March 29th – April 5th, 2007 – Seven students from Chugach School District traveled to the Anchorage House Voyage to Excellence program for an 8-day intensive math training in preparation for the High School Graduating Qualifying Exam.  During their stay, students spent their time focused on many hands-on  math activities and stayed until the test was completed.

Services Provided:

Two student trainings – One in Nome and one in Anchorage

Accomplishments:  

The two students attending NACTEC completed their training and received duel college credit and a certificate of completion.

The 7 students who attended the HSGQE Phase all completed the training and felt very confident while taking their exams.  We will have the results for those exams by next Fall.

Barriers to meeting goals:  

Getting a late start with the grant and not having enough time to serve the students who need served.
