Narrative describing services provided and accomplishments this month:

During the month of May, the six students enrolled at the Kuspuk Career Academy visited Donlin Creek Mine Project where they were given a tour of the facility, and were introduced to the various jobs and job duties.

The students completed their requirements for the Career Academy, returned to their respective villages, and were offered employment at the Donlin Creek Mine Project.

As of this date, four have accepted positions, and are working.

One student has not accepted a position to this date, but it expected to do so within the next two weeks.

The remaining student is interested in finding employment in the health care system, and will be applying at the Yukon-Kuskokwim Health Corporation.
Services Provided:  Transportation to and from Anchorage.  Van rental, gas, hotel, meals.  Supplies.
Accomplishments:   Six students successfully completed training at the Kuspuk Career Academy, after six weeks in the program.  All six gained valuable employability skills due to the training in Aniak and the interaction with employees and training facilities during the trips to Anchorage and the Donlin Creek Mine Project.  All six had the opportunity to work at the Donlin Creek Mine Project.  So far, four are employed there; one other will probably begin work there within two weeks.  The remaining student will pursue employment in the health field at Yukon-Kuskokwim Health Corporation.
