Narrative describing services provided and accomplishments this month:
Services Provided:  
Participants and trainers utilized Alaska Technical Center facilities including classrooms, shop space, dormitory and cafeteria that provided a streamlined and controlled environment for delivery of the training programs.   Participants who were selected came from the following Northwest Arctic Borough villages:  Buckland, Kiana, Kivalina, Kotzebue,Noatak, Noorvik and Selawik.
Qualified industry trainers delivered instruction in carpentry and in basic painting and drywall finishing skills for building maintenance and repair programs.  Students actively participated in classroom instruction, hands on training and direct application through projects supervised by trainers.   Alaska Works Partnership is providing assistance to graduates to find employment and apply for trade apprenticeships. 
Accomplishments:  
Participants improved academic skills in technical reading and math, learned valuable employability skills including leadership and interview skills.   95% of the participants completed 64 hours in basic carpentry and 85% completed an additional 64 hours in painting and drywall finishing resulting in being qualified for entry-level positions.  
Barriers to meeting goals:  
Not having all the instructional materials on site prior to start of training caused minor changes to the initial planned hands on activities.
