High School:

My count of NCCER Contren classrooms is 39.  Plus, Southwest Alaska Vocational Education Center conducted construction with NCCER Contren curriculum for a group of six rural residents.  They all earned their certificates in Core Curriculum and Carpentry Level 1.

Galena City School District is interested in NCCER and may choose NCCER Contren curriculum for their school!

We held a teacher certification class for NCCER.  We had six instructors who earned their NCCER instructor certification.

I’ve received a couple of requests for teacher certification already.  So, we may hold another class this winter or spring for teachers.

Under our NCCER sponsorship we have:

128 students with NCCER certificates
