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UAF/TVC anticipates that the new allied health learning center will allow the dental assisting program to grow from the 12 fulltime students presently enrolled to 24-30 students.  This will bring an additional $74K in tuition to the college.  The new center will also allow UAF/TVC to develop the dental hygiene program over the next few years, which will bring in an estimated $70K in tuition revenue.  The majority of the increased income will be used to pay faculty salary and benefits however this will make available other operating funds now used for salary and benefits.  TVC estimates that the increase in enrollments would make $30K available for operating costs.

UAF/TVC is also anticipating income from the CHAP program.  The program anticipates 21 students a year, which will provide approximately $66K in tuition income. Again the majority of this income will be used to defray faculty salary and benefits; however a lease for this office and classroom space will generate approximately $20,000 a year.  This income will be used to offset operating costs of the center.    

The increase in the number of students will impact some of the cost centers within the new facility, providing additional income to offset operating costs (i.e. parking fees, the campus bookstore, coffee shop income, and student fees. 

Finally, UAF/TVC anticipates a marked increase in continuing education programs in the dental technician and certified health aid programs.  There is a significant need for continuing education within these occupations that UAF/TVC will be able to meet with the new training space.  The amount of income is not known at this time, but will be another income source to help pay the operating costs for this facility.
