AVTEC Generator Controls Upgrade Project

Closeout Summary

Background:

Located in Seward, the Alaska Vocational Technical Center is Alaska’s oldest and largest institute providing skills training in a wide variety of industrial and technical fields, including Powerplant Operator Training and Advanced Powerplant Operator Training.  The funding was used modernize the AVTEC powerplant switchgear and engine controls so that the operators would train on the type of controls currently being installed in rural villages throughout the State.  The funds were used to purchase the equipment only, with the students and instructors of AVEC performing the installation with additional technical assistance from the Alaska Energy Authority.
Activities:

Design, procurement and technical assistance were provided by the Rural Power System Upgrade Program of the Alaska Energy Authority in the spring of 2001.
Installation of the new generator controls was performed by the students and staff of AVTEC during the summer of 2001.
