Background Information - 

Coffman Cove is located on the northeast coast of Prince of Wales Island in Southeast Alaska. It lies 73 miles northeast of Ketchikan and 42 miles southeast of Wrangell. The community lies at approximately 55.01389° North Latitude and -132.827780° (West) Longitude.  (Sec. 28, T068S, R082E, Copper River Meridian.)   Coffman Cove is located in the Ketchikan Recording District.  The area encompasses 10.4 sq. miles of land and 4.5 sq. miles of water.  Prince of Wales Island is dominated by a cool, moist, maritime climate. 
Coffman Cove's population is mostly non-native.  Economy is based on fishing and timber. 
Time Line and Summary of Project Status (as of June 30, 2008)

· March 2004, CRW Engineering Group, LLC  (CRW) and Alaska Energy Authority (AEA) performed an initial site visit to determine conditions and need for a new bulk fuel facility.  One retail fuel facility is located in Coffman Cove.
· Retail upgrade would vastly exceed the Denali Commission benchmarks.
· Proposed project never went to conceptual design.
