Nome Distribution System Upgrade Project

Closeout Summary

Background:

Nome was built along the Bering Sea, on the south coast of the Seward Peninsula, facing Norton Sound. It lies 539 air miles northwest of Anchorage, a 75-minute flight. It lies 102 miles south of the Arctic Circle, and 161 miles east of Russia.  January temperatures range from -3 to 11; July temperatures are typically 44 to 65. Average annual precipitation is 18 inches, including 56 inches of snowfall. The funding would be used to construct 10 ½ miles of power distribution line to service 58 new customers with the potential of 64 addition lots. Construction funding was in place in place 1999.    

Construction began before the implementation of the Denali Commission Cost Containment and business plan policies.

Activities:

The Grantee was with the Nome Joint Utility Systems.  Design and construction was completed by Nome Joint Utility.

Construction on the line extension started December 1999.  Construction was substantially completed in December 2000.
