AO had 142 contacts this quarter:


34% Female


64% Alaskan Native


75% Rural Alaskan

28 individuals were assisted by AO to meet travel requirements for the Northern Carpenters, Northern Plumbers, Ironworkers, and Operating Engineers apprentice programs.

45 individuals participated in interview skills class held by AO.

AO assisted 56 individuals to interview with apprenticeship programs.

20 individuals were offered positions in four different trade apprenticeships this quarter:

           1)Northern Carpenters

            2)Northern Plumbers

            3)Ironworkers

            4)Operating Engineers.

AO staff assisted in developing and coordinating the Spring Women In Trades Apprenticeship Preparation class.  This effort includes partnering with the Tanana Chiefs Conference to ensure rural Alaskan and Alaskan Native women are exposed to career opportunities in the construction industry.

AO staff attended the Department of Labor and Workforce Construction Summit in Anchorage and the Denali Commission Meeting in Sitka.

AO held outreach events in Haines, Klukwan, Hoonah, Ketchikan, and Craig.

The AWP/AGC partnership mailed out its informational packet to school districts informing them of the opportunities of having presentations at their career events.  Initial response has been positive.  AWP/AGC partnership attended its first career event in Barrow.
