The project began and was completed on schedule, January 13-April 2, 2004 and included at least 65 classroom hours and 175 hours of practice. The project came in slightly under budget. 

Six participants were enrolled from Metlakatla:

All six students completed the program and passed the requirements. The Metlakatla participants were employed upon completion building a viewing platform for tourists.  All indicate they plan to continue in the construction field and have the option of working on the Metlakatla health center or working in Ketchikan for private contractors.  Several are presently herring fishing.

As part of the practice, the class was involved in several community projects.  They built a deck and wheelchair ramp at the Ketchikan Youth Soccer League office, they built and installed an outhouse for the state parks department, and designed and built a children’s playhouse for a fundraising auction. 

The instructor said the Metlakatla students had perfect attendance and were exemplary students. He will recommend any of them to employers.
