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This is a Progress Report for April/June 2004:

The March/April Commercial Drivers License (CDL) Training event held in Palmer, Alaska was a success.  The training included CDL instruction, New Miner Safety Training, (designed to meet Mine Safety Health Administration requirements), and Heavy Equipment Operator Basic Entry Level Operator Certification.  The two trainings were offered by Northern Industrial Training (NIT).  The training itself was quite an intensive two weeks of 10-hr days of classroom and hands-on instruction.  The NIT instructors did a great job of facilitating the training and with the trainees.  There were 24 trainees chosen for the two separate 2-week training sessions.  Out of the 24 trainees that attended the training, 20 completed the training (statistics of the training are following the progress report).  The trainees that attended the training were from the villages of Kivilina, St. Michael, Elim, Alatna, Huslia, Nulato, City of Chignik, Chignik Lake, Kipnuk, White Mountain and Fort Yukon.  

All the trainees that completed the training received certifications from NIT.  The copies of their certifications are with both NIT and ANTHC/DEHE.  There were no major setbacks for this training.  However, there were aspects of the trainings that could have been improved.  Improvements in time constraints, the length of the training and the pre-screening process of the trainee applicants are all under serious consideration for future CDL trainings.  

All parties benefited from the trainees receiving these specific CDL trainings.  As fast as this grant and trainings were coordinated between, NIT, ANTHC, and Denali Training Fund, it was a great success.  I would recommend NIT to everybody.
