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High School Construction Career Pathway:

To date, we have approximately 17 rural high school classrooms using NCCER Con​tren curriculum.  We’re in the process of collecting accurate information on who is using Contren as well as which ones are certified and planning to process documents for the National Registry for their students.

Our NCCER classroom counts under our (the AGC) NCCER sponsorship are:


11 rural school districts for a total of 

17 classes

All but one teacher (rural) is NCCER certified.

One high school, Aniak, (using NCCER curriculum) is also building a snow machine shed in partner​ship with AGC.  Photos attached.

We certified 14 teachers in December from rural school districts/post-secondary.  I’ve received two more requests for a small group of high school teachers to be certified.  I’ve even had two calls from teachers who want to apply for different positions for next year who want to be certified before they apply.  They both said they felt having the certification would help them as they apply for the other positions because the incumbents are certified!

Construction Site Visit:
January 21 we took a group of high school students from Aniak through the Anchor​age airport Concourse “C” project.  Thanks to Kiewit Construction Company and one of their engineers, Michael Maresca. Michael spent over two hours taking us through the site.  He talked to the students about what they saw as well as all the careers involved.  Michael even talked about how to train for each trade and manage​ment position we encountered on our tour.

We saw the control/instrumentation specialists (for HVAC).  Michael explained that if the students like working with computers, but don’t think they want to be in an office all day this is a great choice.  The people we saw at this specialty earn six fig​ures!
