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This is a Progress Report for November/December 2003:

The November Constructions Skills Training event held in St. Mary’s, Alaska was a huge success.  The training included OSHA 10 (construction safety), CPR/1st Aid, and Introduction to Plumbing and Carpentry.  The trainees also received an assessment to measure their skill level in their corresponding trades.  Associated General Contractors of Alaska (AGC) gave the carpentry portion of the assessments.  The plumbing portion of the assessments was given by Alaska Works Partnership, Inc. (AWP).  The trainees chosen for the training were from the villages of Kwethluk and Kasigluk.  Out of the 30 expected trainees scheduled for the training, 29 arrived and 28 trainees completed the two-week training.  

The only minor setback was due to weather conditions.  We had scheduled the last day of the two-week training period for CPR/1st Aid training.  Due to unexpected weather this portion of the training was cancelled and rescheduled for a later date in the trainees respected villages of Kwethluk and Kasigluk.  The CPR/1st Aid training was completed on the 26th of January 2004 for both the villages of Kwethluk and Kasigluk.  

All the trainees that completed the training received a Certificate of Completion from both AWP (that reflected the completion of the Intro to Carpentry or Plumbing) and the Alaska Native Tribal Health Consortium’s (ANTHC) Division of Environmental Health and Engineering (that reflected the completion of the whole training).  The trainees also received a CPR/1st Aid and OSHA 10 card of certification.  For the assessments, the Carpentry trainees received a prescription from AGC based on National Center for Construction Education and Research (NCCER) standards to reflect where they scored well and where more training was needed.  The plumbing assessments were given by AWP before and after the training to reflect their scores of improvement as well.

The training for the western region is completed.  Preparations are now in progress for the Interior region training in March 2004 in Fairbanks.  This will be the same training as the Western region but with 20 trainees from the villages of Minto, Nulato and Fort Yukon.
