Brief Project Description: 
This project included the design and construction of a consolidated bulk fuel facility in Chenega Bay, Alaska.  New tanks were used and the existing tanks were demolished and disposed of.  At the time of construction Chenega had adequate fuel storage; however it was not code compliant or safe for the community members.  The new facility included secondary containment and moved the power house away from community areas and water supply.
The Native Village of Chanega has taken over operations of the power house and fuel distribution system from Chenega Corporation.

This project included a spill response plan, Fire Marshall review, and wetlands permitting.  Whenever possible, Force Account labor was used to make use of local talent.  The Council was able to provide some limited use of local equipment.
