Background Information - 

Sand Point is located on Popof Island, off the Alaska Peninsula, 570 air miles from Anchorage.  The community lies at approximately 55.33972° North Latitude and -160.497220° (West) Longitude.  (Sec. 08, T056S, R073W, Seward Meridian.)   Sand Point is located in the Aleutian Islands Recording District.  The area encompasses 7.8 sq. miles of land and 21.1 sq. miles of water.  Sand Point lies in the maritime zone dominated by a cool, moist, maritime climate. 
Sand Point's population is mixed native and non-native city.  Economy is based on fishing. 
Time Line and Summary of Project Status (as of June 30, 2008)

· July 2001, URS and Alaska Energy Authority (AEA) performed an initial site visit to determine conditions and need for a new bulk fuel facility.  One bulk fuel facility is located in Sand Point, Trident Seafoods, which is a greater than half a million gallons facility.
· A private utility has storage of 41,000 gallons that receive delivery from Trident.

· Existing facility is above the size that the bulk fuel program works with.
· Conceptual Design Report finished September 10, 2001.
