Project Description and Scope of Work

This project will renovate portions of the fourth floor at the University of Alaska Fairbanks Tanana Valley Campus new downtown center located at 604 Barnette Street in Fairbanks Alaska.  The four-story building was acquired in 2002 from the State Court System and is undergoing phased renovation as funding becomes available.  Currently, TVC is renovating the first and second floors with move-in planned for August 2003.

This project will renovate portions of the fourth floor for locating the TVC Allied Health Dental Program (AHDP) and the Community Health Aide Program (CHAPS).

The Dental Program will occupy approximately 2,040 square feet of renovated space along the West end of the building.  Renovation will require demolition of existing walls, ceilings, floor coverings and portions of the existing mechanical and electrical systems.  Construction includes new walls, ceilings, and floor coverings along with significant modification and addition of mechanical and electrical systems.

The completed space will include dental exam stations, x-ray stations, x-ray development, plaster casting, a sterilizing center, and a lab/classroom.  A variety of new and already owned equipment will be purchased or moved and installed as part of the project.

The CHAPS program will occupy approximately 1,800 square feet of renovated space on the North and East side of the fourth floor.  The space includes reception, offices, a lab, an exam room and storage.  The project work will require demolition of interior walls, ceilings and floor coverings.  Construction will include primarily architectural upgrades with new walls, ceilings, and floor coverings.  Some minor mechanical and electrical changes will be made to accommodate the newly configured space.

A multiuse classroom occupying approximately 900 square feet is programmed on the North side of the building.  The classroom will be incorporated within the project as funding allows.  The classroom requires demolition and construction similar to that in the office portions of the building.
