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CTT course for high school students during shop classes. Students are enrolled in college courses for college credits during regular high school hours. (9 students enrolled in this course)

OSHA-10 class is also being taught during the above course. 

Driver’s Ed course was attended by 9 high school youth. 

3 MAP students are also independently studying for their driver’s licenses.

Construction Academy will begin again this summer. The target number of youth is 10. The program will last approximately 4 weeks and will result in students earning 3 college credits in the Construction Technology Core.
