Denali Commission Funding to the Alaska Energy Authority Circuit Rider Program
Closeout Summary

Background:

AEA’s Circuit Rider Program receives funding on an annual basis from the Alaska State Legislature.  This funding is used to assist rural Alaskan villages through maintenance training and technical assistance to rural Alaska electric utility operators.
The intent of the Circuit Rider Program is to provide assistance to rural electric utility managers and maintenance personnel necessary to maintain their electrical equipment in order for them to supply safe and reliable power to their community.  The program assesses the condition of generation and transmission equipment and then provides the on-site training necessary to maintain the equipment.
Over the time period of January 2001 through June of 2004, the Denali Commission provided approximately $100,000 to the Circuit Rider Program. This funding was expended by June 30, 2004. 
Activities:

The funding was expended on maintenance training and technical services provided by AEA personnel and contracted services of generator equipment service providers in Anchorage and several hub communities throughout the State of Alaska.

The Denali Commission funds were used in combination with State Circuit Rider funding to train local rural utility operators in the maintenance of their electrical systems.  Communities in which maintenance training and technical assistance was delivered included: Akiak, Buckland, Deering, Diomede, Golovin, Kobuk, and Kotlik.
