Denali Commission Progress Report – Due 07/30/11

The Denali Commission has awarded Rasmuson Foundation $5,000 for sponsorship of the 2011 Educational Tour of Alaska for Grantmakers to be held in Alaska August 29 – September, 2011. 
 
Rasmuson Foundation will host a group of philanthropy leaders on a tour of regions in Alaska to learn about the state and opportunities to partner with nonprofit organizations. Seven funders are confirmed to participate in this year’s tour. The travel contingent will include the Rasmuson Foundation President and one staff member, and a rotating authority on issues pertinent to specific stages of the tour. 
 
The Denali Commission award of $5,000 will be used for transportation costs to the Yukon-Kuskokwim region on August 30, 2011. While there, participants will meet with nonprofit representatives and community leaders and visit sites in Bethel and Napaskiak. The funds will be used for ground transportation and on-site arrangements in Bethel and Napaskiak. Additionally, the award will support a portion of the cost of round-trip travel between Anchorage and Bethel for 11 individuals. 

To familiarize the participants with Alaska’s Yukon-Kuskokwim region, they will be sent a packet of information on the area, including information on nonprofits and community leaders, in advance of the tour.  

As a sponsor of this Tour, the Denali Commission will be invited to participate in key events, and acknowledged in all printed materials produced for the Tour and at all events throughout the week.
