PROJECT SCOPE / OVERVIEW OF THIS REPORT

The University of Alaska Rural Allied Health Training Project provides training in a state wide collaboration involving three major academic units of the University. Progress for each of the currently funded elements of this project are reported below. They are:

Direct Services Careers (PCA/CNA)
Trainee Success Projects
           UAS Health Science Project Assistance
           Project Facilitation


Direct Services Careers (PCA/CNA)  
This project prepares students for jobs as personal care attendants (PCA) and certified nursing assistants (CNA). The PCAs are home-based workers. A PCA Bridge course allows students to advance from the PCA to CNA. PCA programs fall under the purview of the State in its office for senior services. The Alaska State Board of Nursing oversees CNA program requirements and scope of practice.

Activities for this Reporting Period:
Two Sitka based CNA courses are in the process of being completed for the spring 2009 semester.  One group of 7 students is made up of non-traditional students using a web enhanced method of delivery.  Clinical rotations have begun, with the first group and will continue for two weeks. The second group will follow directly after the first group has finished to avoid over-loading the local clinical sites.          
          The program director continues to work with Board of Nursing to ensure all state requirements are being met for current CNA program and any newly advised statue changes are in place and being implemented.

Activities/Important Dates for Next Quarter:
· Discussion and planning continues with all UAS campus locations on the best method to proceed with the next clinical sites to start in the Fall 2009 semester. 

· Discussions with various agencies in the Anchorage area still continue with efforts to meet the demand for program offerings to non-traditional students unable to secure a spot in current local course offerings through other agencies.

· The Sitka campus is in the process of changing primary instructors.  This process will occur at the end of the Spring 2009 semester with the possibility of a combined web enhanced program being offered from the Sitka campus as a joint venture with both instructors in an effort to have a seamless transition.

Problems or Changes:
The current class is on schedule and has progressed as planned.  New equipment continues to arrive allowing the Sitka campus to offer state of the art training with current clinical simulators and lab settings.
Assessment:
	Students are tested weekly and also take a proctored mid-term and a fully comprehensive exam at the end of the program. They must complete a skills checklist sheet during clinical rotations which covers all skills listed in the State of Alaska Statutes and Regulations for the Board of Nursing. The completed checklist is turned in at the end of rotation. Preceptors also complete a daily Preceptor Evaluation Form for each trainee and turn it in to the instructor. This evaluation is confidential and not available to the student to review.		
	

Joint Trainee Success Project
The Trainee Success Project is a suite of support services to enable students in allied health to be successful. The Trainee Success Project is not an academic program per se but rather a supplemental instructional system for students in the various rural Allied Health Programs. There are coordinators at each of the three main campuses who are responsible for providing personalized support, preliminary advising, coaching and supplemental instruction, and assistance with distance education technologies, all to enhance the academic success of rural students. At UAS there is also a Project Assistant who provides preliminary advising for Allied Health students and close coordination with faculty about student needs. A Laboratory Assistant there also supports students to promote success in Anatomy and Physiology and other core requirements.

The University of Alaska Anchorage activities for this reporting period are as follows:
· Attended World of Work Career and Job fair in Sitka, Alaska.  Met over 900 local high school students and community members; spoke with 80 students interested in health careers at break out sessions during fair.  Promoted distance-delivered programs.
· Attended Katchemak Bay Campus Career Fair in Homer.  Met with over 200 high schools students and community members during the one-day event; spoke with 15 students interested in health occupations during a break out session.  Promoted distance-delivered programs.

Upcoming activities and important dates for the next quarter include:
· Continue to coordinate outreach efforts with Student Success Coordinators at other campuses.
· Begin recruitment for Fall 2009 courses and continue outreach and recruitment activities through the summer.
· Limited Radiography will offer summer course to allow students to complete program quicker, SSC will facilitate registration process for students.
Identification of problems, delays, concerns:
· Recruitment continues to be a challenge for select programs.

The University of Alaska Fairbanks activities for this reporting period are as follows:
· Began student audits Spring 2009- 22 audits were completed (out of 63 that are now degree seeking). Many are just beginning their programs and some are too far away to participate in an audit.
Upcoming activities and important dates for the next quarter include:

· Coordination of outreach efforts and procedures statewide with the other Trainee Success Coordinators is a continuing process
· Spring program completers:  anticipated 9 students receiving certificates
Identification of problems, delays, concerns:
· Students not completing paperwork in a timely matter – continuously track students
· Current Trainee Success Coordinator will be leaving for position at a local hospital.  Recruitment has begun for replacement.	

UAS Health Science Project Assistance 
This project assistance is for UAS Health Programs in three areas: 1) faculty support, including ordering supplies and textbooks, maintaining student files, filing state required paperwork, providing course management support and maintaining affiliate agreements; 2) providing information to prospective students at likely facilities and special events, and 3) student support by providing initial response to student inquiries and maintaining a database of student course completions that facilitates faculty follow up with students.

Activities for this Reporting Period
· There were nine (9) faculty supported during this reporting period.  Five (5) affiliate agreements were updated, with two (2) pending by the end of the quarter.
· One hundred forty-eight (148) student files were created during this reporting period.  The total number of student contacts was one hundred eighty-five (185).
· Program information was distributed at two major events:  the World of Work Fair, where more than 800 students attended, and Mt. Edgecumbe HS Health Fair, with approximately 400 students in attendance.
· There were eighty-six (86) inquiries about UAS programs during this reporting period.  Each student inquiry receives an informational packet or brochure, depending on the program.  This position also answers questions about the programs, how a student begins the enrollment process, potential student schedules, gathering and verifying transcripts, and more.

Project Facilitation 
This area of the grant provides for the overall coordination of the various initiatives, project development, troubleshooting and coordination across departments, colleges and MAU’s, as well as reporting.

Activities for this Reporting Period
· Ongoing data collection, analysis, and collaborative review of Allied Health Program with faculty and program leaders to align programs and optimize coordination across the MAU’s.
· Continued involvement and compilation of information for various industry representatives (i.e. ASHNHA, ASHPIN, APCA) regarding availability and access to these programs. 
· Continued discussion and monitoring of program budgets and projected spending.  Meeting scheduled in April, 2009 with program managers to review current budgets, program goals, and projected carry-forward funds for 381-08.

· Continued development of internal Denali student database for comprehensive reporting to begin July 1, 2009.
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
