Medical Laboratory Careers     
The Medical Laboratory Programs prepare trainees for jobs as Phlebotomists and Clinical Assistants. The Phlebotomy program is 9 credits which apply to the 24 credit Clinical Assisting program. Trainees earn an occupational endorsement and are prepared for national certifying exams. The project is to mentor additional trainees to complete the phlebotomy and clinical assistant programs, develop additional courses for the future distance MLT AAS program, expand admissions to more locations in the state, identify new industry partners for lab programs, and implement an orientation program for clinical mentors.

Activities for this Reporting Period
A 4th faculty for the Medical Laboratory Technology was hired in December 2008 and began teaching in Spring 2009 semester.  Fifteen students registered for courses in Spring semester.  A new course, Waived Testing, was developed and approved through the curriculum board during Fall 2009 semester, and is being offered for the first time during Spring 2009 semester.  The requirements for the Clinical Assistant OEC were revised to require a total of 20 credits.  Two additional clinical sites, one in Kodiak, and one in the Matanuska-Susitna valley were added.  A new chemistry preparation course was developed during spring semester, and will be offered during summer semester.

Activities/Important Dates for next quarter
 Continue with course offerings including the new course, Waived Testing, and the chemistry preparation course.  The chemistry preparation course will be offered as a pilot course to 20 students during summer semester.
