Denali Commission Funding to the Alaska Energy Authority Emergency Assistance Program
Closeout Summary

Background:

AEA’s Emergency Assistance Program receives funding on an annual basis from the Alaska State Legislature.  This funding is used to assist rural Alaskan villages during prolonged periods of electrical outages that threaten the health and safety of local residents and threaten damage to homes and other village infrastructure facilities such as schools, water processing plants and health clinics.
The intent of the response is to provide the minimum assistance necessary to restore electrical power to the community until the local electric utility can make the necessary repairs to re-establish reliable and safe power.
The one-time allocation of approximately $10,000 of Denali Commission funding happened prior to June 2001 and therefore the emergency assistance it provided preceeded the Denali Commission Cost Containment and sustainability policies. 
Activities:

The funding was expended on personal services of AEA personnel responding to a rural electrical emergency in the community of Old Harbor in the year 2000.  Due to the passage of time since the event, no other information currently exists on the nature of the emergency.
