PROJECT SCOPE / OVERVIEW OF THIS REPORT

Scope of Work:
Medical Office programs prepare workers to provide billing and coding services in clinics, medical offices and hospitals. Students can earn a 30 credit HCR certificate (including 10 health courses).  In the coming year, this project will include a multi-campus effort to provide skills to rural health care organizations in the rapidly expanding areas of electronic health records, health information and related technologies for both rural hospital and clinic settings. 

The US Department of Health and Human Services published the final rule for the adoption of ICD-10-CM (international classification of diseases) and ICD-10-PCS (provider and diagnostic codes); compliance date October 1, 2013.  The rule has major implications for every aspect of the healthcare industry, including the education of the future and current Medical Office/HCR/HI workforce.  This initiative will also develop updates to the curriculum that incorporates the adoption of this new rule to train the rural medical office workforce in Alaska.
