PROJECT SCOPE / OVERVIEW OF THIS REPORT

The University of Alaska Rural Allied Health Training Project provides training in a state wide collaboration involving three major academic units of the University. Progress for elements supported with Award #381-08 and #1057 is reported here. These elements are:

Scope of Work:
This initiative is to develop and pilot a two year degree program to prepare trainees for immediate employment as physical therapy assistants. PTAs are capable of carrying out established treatment programs with monthly supervision by licensed physical therapists.  This new offering at UA is expected to be offered in collaboration with Whatcom Community College (WCC) in Bellingham, Washington. UAA will serve as a site for distance delivery of a WCC program. A UAA PTA faculty will advise students; provide instructional support; and coordinate and teach clinical coursework for the Alaska distance learning cohort. 

Activities for this Reporting Period
The possibility of partnering with Whatcom Community College in Bellingham, WA, for the delivery of a physical therapy assistant (PTA) two-year degree was further explored.  It was determined that the feasibility of UAA designing and delivering a PTA program should be explored. 

Activities/Important Dates for next quarter
The feasibility of UAA delivering a physical therapy assistant program will be further explored.  Accreditation requirements will be determined as a first step, and this should be accomplished during the next quarter.  
Research continues into structure of programs at outside colleges; reimbursement rates for Medicaid and Medicare, and industry needs currently and projected over the next decade.
