The community lies at approximately 55.061670° North Latitude and -162.310280° (West) Longitude.  (Sec. 22, T059S, R086W, Seward Meridian.)   King Cove is located in the Aleutian Islands Recording District.  The area encompasses 25.3 sq. miles of land and 4.5 sq. miles of water.  King Cove is in a maritime transition zone.  King Cove's population is mixed native and non-native.  Economy is based on fishing and processing.
