Tanana Chiefs Conference (TCC), Office of Environmental Health (OEH) provided a Water Treatment – Operator in Training (OIT) class March 22-26, 2004, in Minto for ten water plant operators.  The Denali Training Fund project provides operator training assistance to help sustain the operation and maintenance of existing water and wastewater facilities in Alaska’s rural communities.  

The project has funded eight training classes to date for water and wastewater plant operators.  Titles of the classes provided with this funding are:  Introduction to Water Treatment – OIT, Cross Connection Control for Water Operators, Electrical Controls for Water Operators, Pumps and Pumping for Water Operators.
