Activities for this Reporting Period

Rural Sanitation Modules-Dr. Liz Snyder:
Through June and July 2011, the UAA Master of Public Health (MPH) graduate assistant completed work on the five learning modules and accompanying guidance documents (topics: handwashing, personal hygiene, dental hygiene, food safety, and waste disposal) and submitted the products to her supervisor, Elizabeth Snyder, for review and editing.  The guidebook template and Module 1 (topic: handwashing) are included in this report-please see attached. This project is scheduled to be completed by August 2011. 
Epidemiology List Serve-Dr. Betty Monsour
During this last quarter, the Epidemiology Interest Listserve is continuing in development.  MPH student Litia Garrison continues on this project under the direction of MPH faculty member Dr. Betty Monsour.
During this time period the following tasks have been initiated:
1 – Updated and refreshed the email list that was used to send out the original invitation to the listserve back in January/February.  Another invitation has been prepared and will be sent out soon.
2 – Dr. Monsour is Executive Chair of the International Epidemiological Association’s (IEA) World Congress of Epidemiology (WCE2014) which will be hosted in Anchorage August 17-21, 2014.  As part of Dr. Monsour’s responsibility for this Congress, she is developing a listserve of epidemiologists in Alaska, nationwide, and internationally who are interested not only in helping with the WCE2014, but who are also interested in all things epidemiological in general. This Epi listserve will be promoted to this group and they will be invited to join as well. 
3 – Some general interest posts have been prepared for the listserve and they will be posted on a regular bi-weekly schedule.  They include information about annual epidemiology-focused meetings such as the Society for Epidemiological Research (SER), Western Region epidemiology Network (WREN), International Epidemiological Association (IEA), American Public Health Association (APHA) Epidemiology Section, American Epidemiology Society (AES), and others.  Topics of interest such as the latest 2010 Census report from the U.S. Census Bureau will also be posted.
