Activities for this Reporting Period
UAA participated in teleconferences with an accredited community college PTA program for discussion of a hybrid-delivered program which would include lab classes and clinical placements in Alaska, with distance-delivered lectures provided from the community college in the lower 48.  With this type of hybrid program, students would not need to leave Alaska for a PTA education.

Activities/Important Dates for next quarter
It has been requested to extend the due date for this project and carry over the remaining balance for one more year. Progress has been slow in developing a partnership with an existing program outside Alaska that offers distance delivery coursework so students may remain in their state and home communities. Secondly, clinical placement has been a challenge to locate and arrange, especially in rural locations.
