UAA Health Sciences   
This initiative is to develop advanced program tracks for allied health workers who already hold licensure or certification in a discipline. They will be prepared to assume supervisory and other higher level positions in their health organizations. These are advanced positions not typically filled by rural residents. 

Project Scope of Work:

Continuing development on tracks to allow allied health workers to advance their skills in supervision and health education, department faculty and staff will develop core coursework in basic environmental health and understanding of patterns of disease across rural Alaska populations (basic epidemiology).   Faculty will be supported to develop new undergraduate course work (for academic credit) and intensive continuing education modules and trainings (for workforce development).  Particular focus will be on unique needs of rural Alaskans and other under-represented and underserved populations.  

Activities for this Reporting Period   
· HS faculty worked on curriculum changes in order to reconstruct the degree offering, which will require approval for changes from the UA Board of Regents – approval not anticipated until late 2009 or early 2010.

· An adjunct faculty was engaged to develop an undergraduate Epidemiology course as part of this change.

· FY10 budget developed and approved by Dept of Health Sciences.  It was determined, since this project was slower than anticipated in the planning phase and no funding was spent in FY09, that FY10 would include a rural sanitation focus in regards to public health planning.  New scope of work was sent to Denali Commission in June, 2009.  Partnerships to be developed with ANTHC to develop this course focus for the BSHS program (Health Sciences).
