PROJECT SCOPE / OVERVIEW OF THIS REPORT

Medical Laboratory Technology – Scope of Work

The Medical Laboratory Programs prepare trainees for jobs as Phlebotomists and Clinical Assistants. The Phlebotomy program is 9 credits which apply to the 20-credit Clinical Assisting program. Trainees earn an occupational endorsement and are prepared for national certifying exams. The project is to mentor additional trainees to complete the phlebotomy and clinical assistant programs, develop additional courses for the future distance MLT AAS program, expand admissions to more locations in the state, identify new industry partners for lab programs, and implement an orientation program for clinical mentors.

The program tracks number of students enrolled in courses, number of completers, and number of contacts by the student success coordinator.  UAA requires all programs to write a Program Assessment Plan which includes competencies, skill levels and understanding. This is incorporated into the grading progress. The full Med Lab Tech Program Assessment is written in conjunction with the NAACLS Accreditation Standards. These are very stringent and were recognized in the Accreditation visit in 2007.
 

Activities for this Reporting Period:
Four courses were offered during this quarter, with 13 students enrolled in courses.  A 5th course, Practical Chemistry, was scheduled to be offered, but due to low enrollments the course was canceled.
