PROJECT SCOPE / OVERVIEW OF THIS REPORT

Activities for this Reporting Period
The primary focus for this reporting period has been on teaching and Alaska Board of Nursing review of the program.
Teaching 
· During spring semester, two courses have been running simultaneously. One class of students contains exclusively high school students. It is a mix of students from Mt. Edgecumbe, Sitka, and Pacific high schools. Many of these students are planning on a career in nursing and the CNA class provides an important prerequisite. Several of the students from Mt. Edgecumbe high school will be returning to their home communities and will be the only person in their village with CNA training. The other class contains adults from the Sitka community. Several of these individuals plan to continue their education in nursing or other health care fields. One of these students needed to take an incomplete this semester due to time constraints and plans to return in the fall.

Program Review
· The Alaska Board of Nursing completed a review of the program in December and the program received approval. Completing this review required the development of a detailed written curriculum and a student handbook.

Activities/Important Dates for next quarter
· The students who are currently enrolled will finish the course April 2010 and will be completing the certification process by taking the National Nurse Aide Program test. Once the current semester is completed, the instructor will be developing case based online learning modules that are intended to offer a richer experience that what is available with online lectures only.

Participant Numbers and Roster
· 10 students in the high school class
· 8 students in the adult class

Problems or Changes   
· Board of nursing review necessitated some changes in how the clinical component of the course is supervised. Since the onset of the program, the instructor has placed students at Sitka Community Hospital, SEARHC – Mt. Edgecumbe Hospital and the Pioneers Home. Students were supervised by both the instructor and mentored by the registered nurses at each facility. The board of nursing now requires placement only in facilities with long-term care or assisted living and an instructor must be on site at all times with students. This necessitated increasing students numbers at the approved facilities and hiring an additional faculty member.
