Activities for this Reporting Period
The Medical Laboratory Technology department offered four courses via distance delivery during the 3rd quarter 2010:  Phlebotomy Procedures, Specimen Processing and two practica courses.  Faculty continue to enhance the distance-delivered courses, adding online competency-based activities.  A bridge course in Urinalysis and Body Fluids was offered for distance students who have completed the Clinical Assisting courses and are pursuing the AAS degree in Medical Laboratory Technology. A bridge course in Microbiology was designed and is being developed into distance-delivery format.

Activities/Important Dates for next quarter
The Phlebotomy Procedures course and practica courses continue through 4th quarter.  Faculty will continue to work on the Microbiology bridge course, adding video clips and competency-based activities.

No problems encountered.  No changes anticipated.  We plan to continue to develop bridge courses in the areas of hematology, immunology and chemistry so distance students will be able to complete the AAS at a distance, with only a minimal requirement of time spent outside their local community.
