Medical Laboratory Careers     
The Medical Laboratory Programs prepare trainees for jobs as Phlebotomists and Clinical Assistants. The Phlebotomy program is 9 credits which apply to the 24 credit Clinical Assisting program. Trainees earn an occupational endorsement and are prepared for national certifying exams. The project is to mentor additional trainees to complete the phlebotomy and clinical assistant programs, develop additional courses for the future distance MLT AAS program, expand admissions to more locations in the state, identify new industry partners for lab programs, and implement an orientation program for clinical mentors.


Activities for this Reporting Period:   
Five courses were offered; the courses began in January and ended on June 30, 2009.  Twenty-four students were enrolled in the five courses, with 5 completing the requirements for an Occupational Endorsement.  HLTH 194, Practical Chemistry, a new 4-credit course was developed into a distance-delivered format and scheduled for the summer session as a pilot.  A small number of students enrolled in the course which will finish in August.  This course is designed to help students develop and strengthen needed math skills as they are learning chemistry.  

Activities/Important Dates for next quarter: 
Three MEDT courses will be offered in July, continuing through December.  Additionally, the HLTH 194, Practical Chemistry course, will be offered in the Fall 2009 semester.    

Participant Numbers and Roster:  
No changes in roster.  Q.3 roster submitted, as Spring 09 semester continues into May, 2009.

Problems or Changes:  
The need for preparatory science and math courses, as well as distance-delivered GER science and math courses continues to be a challenge for prospective MEDT students who are located in rural Alaska.
