Activities for this Reporting Period: 
· Twelve students continued in five courses from 3rd quarter via distance delivery:  Phlebotomy Procedures, Specimen Processing, Waived Testing and two practica courses.  A new bridge course in Urinalysis was offered, and 5 students enrolled.  These students have completed OEC courses in Clinical Assisting and are working towards an AAS degree in Medical Laboratory Technology.
· Faculty continue to enhance the distance-delivered courses, adding online competency-based activities.  Work continued on developing a bridge course in Microbiology which will be available in fall 2010 for students who have completed the Urinalysis bridge course.

Activities/Important Dates for next quarter
· The Microbiology bridge course will be offered as a distance-delivered course.  Students will need to complete a portion of the coursework in a clinical laboratory; the coordination of this laboratory component will be worked out in next quarter.

· Development for the next distance-delivered bridge courses will begin (hematology and chemistry).

Participant Numbers and Roster:
· Twelve students participated; see roster from Lynda Hernandez.  One Occupational Endorsement Certificate in Clinical Assisting was awarded in May 2010.
