Activities for this Reporting Period

Epidemiology Training:  Dr. Janet Johnston
Litia Garrison, MPH student and SEARHC Interim Program Directory WISEWOMAN Women’s Health, was hired in the fall semester as a student assistant for this project.  Working with Janet and Stacy Smith she developed a brochure that was distributed at ALPHA to promote the epidemiology interest listserv.  The listserv is targeted at the type of people who attended the Free Epidemiology Resources webinar last June.  Litia and I have been working on ideas for weekly posts of information that may be of interest to listserv members.  The listserv is also intended to provide a place where people can post questions related to epidemiology and maybe program evaluation.  I will be monitoring the listserv for epidemiology and program evaluation questions. The listserv should provide a good forum to support the planned World Congress of Epidemiology in Anchorage 2014 to ensure the broadest participation by all interested Alaska epidemiologists.

Activities/Important Dates for next quarter

Rural Sanitation Modules:  Dr. Liz Snyder
The first round of pilot-testing for the Healthy Hands, Homes, and Communities of Alaska (H3CA) health and sanitation learning module project will take place on February 5th, 2011 (moved up from the previous March 5th, 2011 date) with members of the Youth Alliance for a Healthier Alaska (YAHA).  A second pilot-test will occur shortly thereafter with the Palmer chapter of the Alaska Youth for Environmental Action (PAYEA).  Piloting with the two youth groups will enable incorporation of input contributed by Alaskan teens from Juneau, Anchorage, Sitka, Gambell, Unalaska, Homer, Kanai, and Palmer.  A UAA Master of Public Health (MPH) graduate student will begin assisting in the completion of the modules in February, 2011 and will continue with the project through the end of August, 2011.  Contingent upon feedback from the YAHA and PAYEA pilot-tests, we anticipate purchasing a projector, basic laptop, and mobile display kit to accompany the online educational modules and support dissemination of the materials across the state.

Epidemiology Training:  Dr. Janet Johnston
Litia is also assembling a mailing list of people who may be interested in the listserv and will use the list to send out information about the listserv later this month.  Once assembled, the mailing list can be used to publicize the World Congress of Epidemiology 2014 and other departmental activities.  

Litia and I have also been discussing SEARHC’s epidemiology workforce development needs.  We are planning a teleconference with some of the SEARHC directors next month to discuss SEARHC’s epidemiology training and analytic needs.  Depending on the outcome of that call there may be a follow-up visit with SEARHC to continue those discussions and provide training.

Problems or Changes   
No problems. We have however reviewed the budget and submit a PA amendment for the final quarters of this grant (through August 2011).  This project will close at that date.
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
