The RDPM project activities were brought to a close during September. The project utilized an approach that combined literature reviews, research, community discussions, forums, independent analysis, and input from an expert advisory team to provide a tool for communities and the Denali Commission to use in the development of outcome measures for economic development programs. During this time period, the Policy Center received the final working paper from ISER which addressed indicators that have been identified, availability of community level data, and approaches for gathering “new” indicators. The Policy Center convened a final meeting of the Project Advisory team to review the draft project report findings and recommendations. Subsequently, the project report was completed using team feedback and was provided to the team for a final review.
The final project report describes the project process, presents findings and provides recommendations. It also includes the working papers, recaps of discussions and literature reviews. The report will be provided to the Denali Commission and to communities and will also available on the First Alaskans website.

The Policy Center submitted an amendment of the contract to the Denali Commission; which was subsequently approved and provided for a no-cost extension of the contract to October 31, 2007 to allow for printing and distribution of the final report.
