Shortly before the safety protocols of COVID-19 went into effect, many organizations changed the way they conducted their business, operations, and their marketing. This effort is the result of state and federal partners, each of whom administer public funding, working together to achieve an efficient way to deliver their program funding to applicants across Alaska. Our partners include various state and federal agencies. We also work with private funding entities such as the Rasmuson Foundation. The Denali Commission is the coordinating agency of the effort and serves as the main point of contact regarding this Funding Panel Initiate. Purpose

The purpose of these meetings is to present prospective applicants (PA) state and federal funding, potential options for strategic project development. The intentions of our panelists are to give specific information regarding each program they administer that could be relevant to PA’s efforts. Their comments should provide PAs with in-depth and realistic expectations of their funding opportunities. Our panelists can only speak to their past experiences with aspects such as: application preparation, eligibility, competitiveness, timelines, scoring criteria, and awareness of potential partnership opportunities. These panels are only being held to help produce strategic guidance externally and more competitive funding applications internally. All program regulations are to be understood and followed by each PA.

Guidelines

Submission of the form below, through the Commission’s project portal, will initiate the scheduling process. Once the Commission receives a request form, one of our program managers will reach out to those submitting and visit further about their project and address any deficiencies that might slow the scheduling of the project presentation to the funders panel. Once all information is received, we can share the PA’s project information with agencies we feel would be relevant to offering potential funding options*. Once we distribute project information to our partners, we anticipate a meeting being scheduled within 30 days. 

*The commission will only share PA’s project information with state and other federal agencies. These are public employees who pass background checks in order to maintain a Public Trust Security Clearance. All PAs can choose to have their information shared with other private and non-profit entities who also offer various forms of assistance (Section 5-B).

Application Submittal Requirements

1. Confirm eligibility (public and nonprofit entities)
a. Only public and non-profit entities (PAs) may utilize this platform. However, PAs may invite external parties, including for-profits, if they believe them to be relevant to the project. This can include, utility providers, banks, or other business organizations. PAs can also invite other stakeholders such as elected leaders, board members, local, regional, or tribal entities, etc.

2. Project Description (multi-year approaches encouraged)
a. Please give describe and preferred timetable of your project in a few paragraphs. Include different phases such as planning, design, development, and post project community benefit opportunities (i.e. connecting, reequipping anchor institutions to a new broadband service)
3. Budget 
a. Please attach a budget speaking to each aspect of your project
b. Please attach or state in project description bids, estimates, or documentation that helps support the cost estimates
c. Identify PA’s committed funding to this effort. Include committed cash, in-kind, lines of credit or loan approval documentation. Please indicate if any funding is federal or state grant restricted.
i. Preference may be given to PAs who are agreeable to utilize loan options to close funding gaps should grant funding not be an option.
4. Committed Funding (required of all PAs)
a. Each applicant will be required to have committed funding to their efforts. This is to increase the chances of the panel delivering successful applications which justifies the time put into this effort. Committed match amounts are the discretion of the PAs. Amounts will be reviewed by the Commission as part of the scheduling process. 
5. Key Partners and other stakeholders 
a. Please state key regional stakeholders, associations, or partners who you may be collaborating with on strategic development. 
b. Please indicate if your organization is agreeable to allow the Commission to invite private entities (Rasmuson foundation, ANTHC, etc.) who may have resources to possibly contribute to your project proposal.
